BIOSECURITY IN 
PREVENTING FMDV

Water is a critical – and often overlooked – 
pathway in the spread of Foot-and-Mouth 
Disease Virus (FMDV).

Livestock drink large volumes of water 
every day. When shared troughs and 
tanks become contaminated, they can act 
as silent reservoirs for FMDV, allowing the 

virus to spread rapidly within herds and 
between neighbouring farms through 
routine drinking.

Recent research from the Agricultural 
Research Council (ARC) shows that 
Peroxsil can effectively neutralise FMDV in 
drinking water.
